7. Report on Deed Restrictions and Consolidation Deeds -  Nothing concrete has been discovered and engagement of a "real estate" attorney is not authorized by the Council.   Mark Kerschen to continue gathering information.   Tabled for future meeting.

8. City Attorney discussion – recommendation was to approach Stan Juhnke to find if he would considered working with The Highlands.   Ken Nuss motion that the Council proceed with the recommendation and if he will accept, be authorized to engage Mr Juhnke as City Attorney.  Butch Neel second.   Passed 5-0
