1. Chad Wilson presented permit application #2019-SS-03 for a secondary building on Par Three Drive.  Sketches of building location along with preliminary survey plots and building design.  
2. Randy Miller and Jeff Jackson took oaths for AZRC committee.

V. REIMBURSEMENT REQUESTS AND INVOICES:
1. Invoice from Wayne's Printing submitted for $100.65 for town hall survey.   Dwight Gehring motion to accept and pay request.  Butch Neel second.   Passed 5-0.

VI. BUSINESS:
1. Report on road repairs.   The next two days would be spent evaluating the roads for issues and getting a "per square foot" quote from Powered By Me  in order to write a contract.   No action required.

2. Report for mowing equipment plan.  Butch Neel indicated a 2018 year end financial for the City would be needed to proceed.  Bonnie Teel would provide the information before Monday.  No further action. 

3. Report on special assessments when the city is required to mow their right of way brush and grasses.  The authority to take action needs to be in an ordinance.  Research in process to compose what is needed.  No further action.    

4. Discussion on issues with building permit for Tony Gaston.  The ongoing revisions to the zoning ordinance should resolve.    Tabled until new ordinance in effect.

5. Discussion for resolution and City record form to list volunteers and committee members to include on liability coverage.  Resolution reviewed by agent of KFSA agency asked to get company's view of mention of their name in the resolution.  Tabled until response from KFSA can be obtained.





6. Zoning Ordinance #2019-12 discussed and some additional changes were presented to the Council.   A mention of a current definition was made but not discussed since it was previously approved and not being changed.   Bonnie Teel motion to approve the repeal of Ordinance No. 2018-02 and replacing it with Ordinance No. 2019-12 as amended by attachments and discussed changes to Architecture and Aesthetics.  Butch Neel second.   Passed 4-1  (Ken Nuss- NO; Bonnie Teel, Butch Neel, Dwight Gehring, Mark Kerschen – YES)  

7. Discussion of the merit of having ball caps or something similar to identify volunteers working on roads, mowing or other functions. Tabled until later meeting.

8. Discussion of code officer or other individual that would investigate and handle citations for code violations.    No action taken.    Comments that municipal health, safety and "well being" ordinances need to be in place first.

9. Auto Call system was presented as a consideration for emergency events or urgent messages to the community.   More information is being requested and the value may prompt resident donations to subscribe.  Tabled for additional information.

10. Mike and Kelly Algers presented a petition related to the permitting of secondary structures (chad Wilson) to the council for consideration.    No action taken.

12. Some time was taken to review the progress of the town hall slide presentation.  No action taken.
