I. CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Penny called the meeting to order on November 8th, 2018 at 6:03 P.M.

IV. APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Meeting 10/25/18 Butch Neel motion to approve.  Dwight Gehring second.  Passed 4-0.    
V. BUSINESS (no agenda was requested or prepared):   
1. City Clerk asked to forward an agenda to Mark Kerschen for each meeting.    Agenda to be based on known issues or those suggested by Council members.
2. Mayor Penny discussed city attorney status with “Right of Way” ordinance.  City clerk obtained plat maps of The Highlands for verification of “city owned” right of way dimensions.

4. Bank statement handed out for City bank account as of 09 28 2018.

5. Entrance lights require new bulbs.   Recommendation made to check on cost of LED lights and installation costs by next council meeting.  Resolution is proposed for expenditures for lights, sign posts, signs and asphalt patch.   A quote would be requested for hanging Christmas lights at same time as installing LED lights.
6. Discussion about roadway (Crazy Horse and Dull Knife roads intersect).  Delays in funds prohibit resurfacing but still possible to use cold patch materials if weather permits.    Butch Neel offered storage of patch material.

7. Dwight Gehring and Butch Neel reviewed KDEM emergency mitigation program and briefly mentioned benefits of participation.   Need plan by March 2019.
8. Need for volunteer assistance in the event of a severe winter storm or other community needs, was continued from last meeting.  Butch Neel has made contacts for help with tractors/equipment from community     City website has been updated to provide some tips and information for winter weather and contact name and numbers of Mo Penny, Dwight Gehring and Butch Neel added for urgent but none-emergency needs.
